Understand My Muslim People. This is a book that needs to be read by every Christian, not just by our women, so get your husbands to 
read it also. It details the beliefs and practices of Islam from the viewpoint of a man who was in training to become one of their religious 

leaders when he was converted to Christ. I think what really scared me the most when I read it was the way Christianity and Islam parallel 

so much of the way but differ in such hugely important ways. 

     The next book that stands out to me is Max Lucado's He Chose the Nails. He tells how Christ not only chose the nails, he chose the 

thorns, the whip, and the cross for me. 
      For those of you who really enjoyed the Mitford series by Jan Karon, the last one of the series is just out. It's called Light from Heaven. 

I've just finished it and she neatly winds up all tails and answers all the questions I've been getting about the series! 

      Also for those of you who read and enjoyed the Left Behind series, there are two prequels out and I think there is a third one coming in 

the future. They're called The Rising and The Regime. These tell of the boyhood of Carpathia and to some extent the other main 

characters and details their doings up to the book Left Behind.
